	-  Luke 24 


-  Acts: 4: 32-33 - 32All the believers were one in heart and mind. No one claimed that any of his possessions was his own, but they shared everything they had. 33With great power the apostles continued to testify to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and much grace was upon them all. 34There were no needy persons among them. For from time to time those who owned lands or houses sold them, brought the money from the sales 35and put it at the apostles' feet, and it was distributed to anyone as he had need.

-  What is the meaning of the term, “My witnesses?”  How does the modern Christian, who is not an eyewitness of the redemptive acts of Christ, bear a convincing witness for the Lord Jesus in contemporary society?


I.  The Meaning of Witnessing.


	-  Many people have a false concept of what witnessing really is.  


-  In the book of Acts the words “witness” and “testify” are sued in thirty-five different instances to describe both the task and mission of the early church.


-  To witness means nothing more than, “to give testimony.”
