1.  The Prayer in the upper room.


-  Acts 1:14 - 14They all joined together constantly in prayer, along with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with his brothers.





2.  The Prayer on the day of Pentecost.


-  Acts 2:42 - 42They devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer.





3.  The Hour of Prayer.


-  Acts 3:1 - 1One day Peter and John were going up to the temple at the time of prayer—at three in the afternoon.


-  THE CHURCH:  When did people start praying over the church just once a week start to happen?


-  THE INDIVIDUAL:  Every Christian should have a certain time during the day where they devote to deep prayer.  





4.  The Prayer in the Time of Difficulty.


-  Acts 4: 1-3 - 1The priests and the captain of the temple guard and the Sadducees came up to Peter and John while they were speaking to the people. 2They were greatly disturbed because the apostles were teaching the people and proclaiming in Jesus the resurrection of the dead. 3They seized Peter and John, and because it was evening, they put them in jail until the next day.
