How to Recharge Your Spiritual Battery


Psalm 73


Introduction:


-  We all at some point have had problems with batteries.  There are times where our car batteries are fine, but need to be charged.  Our spiritual walk gets that way too.  


You can recharge your spiritual battery by acknowledging that there is a problem.


	-  An honest admission (vv. 1-2)


-  Here we see the honesty of the psalmist, who expressed his own spiritual staleness.  We need to acknowledge our spiritual state to ourselves and to God.  


	-  An accurate appraisal (vv. 3-14).


-  The psalmist gave an appraisal of the wicked people around him.  We need to see people as they really are, not simply as they seem to be.  


You can recharge your spiritual battery by taking a spiritual inventory.


	-  Confession (vv. 15-16) – What do you need to confess?


-  Cleansing (vv. 21-22) - With confession and repentance comes a cleansing.  


-  Commitment (23-26) – When your spiritual life is renewed commitment follows.


You can recharge your spiritual battery by fellowshipping. 


-  The reality of fellowship (v. 17) - It wasn’t until the psalmist went into the place of worship that he started to get perspective.  


-  The function of that fellowship (vv. 18-20).


1.  To give perspective


2.  To share strength.


3.  To give support through fellowship, openness, and prayer.


4.  To worship God.  


You can recharge your spiritual battery by expressing your faith through witness and ministry.


	-  The issue with faith is it goes too far inward.  (v. 27)


	-  The psalmist had turned his faith too inward.  


	-  A solution comes through turning faith outward (v. 28).  


	-  Do something for someone else.  Share your faith!
