Sermon Series Part 3 “Life Together In the Church”





Introduction:


-  We often focus on how we are to live our own lives as Christians; perhaps we tend to be too individualistic in that , for scripture tends to focus more on the body of believers than the individual.  


We Do Not Live to Please Ourselves (v.1).  


-  If we really want to live together in unity, the new must understand that our goal as followers of Jesus is not to live our lives to please ourselves.


-  Paul reminds us that in the body we’re all on a journey.  Some of us may be at different points, but we have the same goal.


We Should Strive for Unity (vv.5-6).


-  Disunity starts to come into our lives when we start to move our focus on some area other than Jesus.  


-  How do we glorify God?  There are many ways to glorify God with your gifts, and these are fine, but God wants to be glorified first and foremost with our steadfast relationship with Christ.  


We Should Accept Each Other (v. 7).


	-  How did Jesus accept you?  He accepted you when you were lost.  


-  Welcome means to embrace, to invite into one’s life, to invite into one’s circle, to invite into one’s family.  


We Are to Correct Each Other (v. 14).


-  Spiritual maturity is more than knowing the right stuff.  Spiritual maturity is not talking the talk, but walking the walk.  It is proving how much you know and applying it to your lives.  


-  We don’t grow in the Lord independently of each other.  We need each other and we’re responsible for each other.  


We’re to Pray for Each Other (vv. 30-33)


-  How often have we told another Christian we would pray for them and it didn’t happen?


-  How much of your prayer life is devoted to praying for other people rather than yourself and the ones your really close to.


-  Prayer is the means by which God works in His church.  If we neglect to pray for one another, we might as well close the doors.
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
